TISHA B'AV

On Tuesday, July 20 we observe the fast of Tisha
B'Av, the ninth day of Av. Traditionally, it is ogidered the
saddest day in the Jewish calendar. It is theodayhich we
commemorate the many tragedies that have befallen o
people during the centuries: the destruction ohBamples
in Jerusalem, the exile of most Jews from theird)athe
decree ordering the expulsion of the Jews fromrEp@ine is
supposed to abstain from eating or drinking for émtire
twenty-five hour period and to abstain from washiog
bathing, sexual relations and the wearing of |laatimwes.
On the Eve of Tisha B'Av it is customary to gatla¢rthe

synagogue and recite the Book of Lamentatiohge sitting
on the floor or on low stools. The lights are diedrand all
synagogue decorations are removed. The followiay d
kinot or dirges are recited until midday.

The FJCC will hold services on both Erev Tisha B'Av
and on Tisha B'Av day. The fast begins at 8:27 &M
Monday, July 19, with services at 8:45 PM, and on Tuesday
morning, July 28, at 6:30 AM withMinchaat 8:00 PM and
Maariv at 9:05 PM.

When | first entered the FJCC in fourth grade, Isvmoth
nervous and a bit intimidated. To me, crossing énem Reform to
Conservative Judaism was a big step. | knew veligtilittle in
comparison to my classmates, and services seemmbtaforeign.
Even basic Jewish skills such as reading werecdiffifor me. But
through the years | quickly adapted to my situataord overall
experienced a smooth transition. Although at tirhesight have
dreaded the twice-weekly trip of attending Hebregh@®l, | am
thankful for what |1 have learned and for my positiveligious
experience. Since coming to the FJCC, | have desed that
Judaism and my connection to the FJCC communityiush more
than the repetition of Hebrew or the memorizatidnpoophets.
Judaism is about growing as a person and therblyygh spiritual
and personal connections, making the world a bpltee.

But before | realized what I've come to recognize the
purpose of organized religion, and the essentiapgae of the
FJCC, | placed a large emphasis on the prayerscastbms of
Judaism since that's where the majority of discnepes between
my old and new synagogue resided. About a yeaworinto my
time spent with the FJCC, | began to seriously aregor my Bar
Mitzvah. As most do, | found this a daunting taakd for a while |
was filled with an anxiety that | could not shak&fter all, | wanted
to do my best in order to fairly represent my Jevasmmunity, my
family, and myself. Following years of preparatioh finally
celebrated my Bar Mitzvah, and from then on becameactive
thinker of our Jewish community. Although | newgroke during
Friday night discussions, | always contemplated andsidered
multiple viewpoints of the given oration. On Sakay mornings |
read and pondered the English translation of Tordbue to a
conglomeration of information from the Torah, theries addressed
in Hebrew School, and the connections between motifer and
Torah during weekly orations, | began to make mynow
connections.  The stories and ideas of Judaism fsinee
encouraged me to reflect on my own life and dralalsle advice
from the root of our religion — the Torah.

Attending the FIJCC was the first step in realizing potential
of my Jewish identity. Before attending Hebrew &uh | had
never understood the impact that religion in gdneaam have on
one’s life. Hebrew School has taught me to questind even go
against accepted viewpoints. | have learned tktbriginally and |
have learned how to interpret the Torah and othlaious texts for
myself. | owe a large part of my current viewpsimn Judaism,
religion in general, and the power of interpretatto Rabbi Jaffe.
His undying support through these past few years] &is
encouragement to think, question, and learn has leséremely
influential to me. Additionally, his acceptance different beliefs
has encouraged me to branch out and educate mysetither
religions. Through speaking with friends of diffat faiths, | have
come to appreciate the freedoms that Judaism periite are able
to question, and in most circumstances, it is emrouraged. This
openness and discussion of religion has allowedtonénd for
myself the true meaning of religion, instead ofnigetold. | have
been able to grow and establish my own connectith &-d and
appreciate what life is really about. As | learare | grow with the
given information—never afraid to change my viewapen my
mind to new ideas.

From a spiritual standpoint, the FICC has becomplaee of
comfort where at week's end | am able to relax aneditate
through prayer. For me, prayer has always hadyacsaming and
almost cleansing effect. It has inspired an ackedgement of
greater purpose within me and can be describetiresghumbling.
Whenever | have had a frustrating or particulangining week,
services have always returned me to my center. r@petition and
regularity of words, and the ideas of thankfulnass forgiveness
are particularly soothing during times of stress.

Aside from the intellectual aspects of Judaismavehcome to
believe that religion is about human and spiriz@inections more
than anything else. It fosters intellectual cutijoand the sharing of
ideas. It brings together a community, where we, ligrow, and
celebrate together. Judaism connects us to G-coeordotes good
deeds, charity work, and the love for humanity ashale. If not
for the FICC, | would never have earned such ameafgtion for
religion as | have today. The FIJCC has given mefiportunity to
be as involved in religion as | want — and it hagio completely
flexible, fitting around my schedule and allowing o incorporate
religion into my everyday life.

PARSHIYOT SUMMARIES FOR JULY AND AUGUST

Parshat Pinchas — July 3, 2010

Parshat Pinchas (Numbers 25:10- 30:1) begins with
Hashembestowing His blessing of peace and priesthood on
Pinchas, Aaron's grandson, for slaying a princéheftribe
of Simeon and a Midianite princess while they wamgaged
in a public licentious act which appears at the ehdast
week's Torah portion. Pinchas' zealous responges ghe
Jewish people from a plague which had broken ouhé
camp. Hashemcommands Moses and Elazar (Aaron's son
and successor as High Priest) to conduct a newusarighe
entire nation, the first one taken in almost thittge years.
The Torah then relates the claim issued by thedaugghters
of Tzlaphchad for a portion of inheritance in tland of
Israel, since they had no brothers and their fatladrdied in
the desert.Hashenresponds in the affirmative, and through
the inquiry of these righteous women, many of ted of
inheritance are taught. Aftéfashemshows Moses the land
of Israel from the top of a mountain, Moses is canded
to pass on his mantle of leadership to Joshua $tyncehis
hand upon Joshua's head, since Moses would naitbegrg
the land. The Torah portion concludes with a lbpgt
description of the speci#ibrbanot(offerings) to be brought
on the various festivals throughout the year, abawe
beyond the regulakorban tamid(daily offering) brought
every morning and afternoon. These sections & ralad
from the Torah throughout the year on the appropria
festivals.

Parshiyot Matot and Masei — July 10, 2010

Parshat Matot (Numbers 30:2-32:42) begins with a
discussion of the laws regarding vowsedarim) and oaths
(shevuat. The Torah then describes the Jewish people’'s
battle against and victory over the nation of Midia
followed by a detailed account of the distributioh the
spoils of war. In anticipation of the upcomingramice into
the land of Israel, the tribes of Reuben and Gep &irward
to request that their inheritance be on the eastiela of the
Jordan River rather than in the Holy Land proparces the
eastern bank would be more suitable for their abonhd
livestock. After some discussion, Moses agreesphly on
the condition that they assist the rest of the amatin

conquering the entire land of Israel before retugrto settle
their inheritance.

Parshat Masei (ibid. 33:1-36:13) opens by sumnragizi
the entire route traveled by the Jewish people thair forty
years in the desert, beginning with their exodaesnflEgypt
and concluding with their arrival at the banks loé tlordan
River. After commanding the people to drive outddlthe
Holy Land’s inhabitants, the Torah delineates thxace
boundaries of the land of Israel. Since the Lewteuld not
be receiving a regular portion, special cities werdoe set
aside for them, some of which would also serveithsscof
refuge for accidental murderers. In some casesgbody
who unintentionally killed another person wouldeft one
of these cities of refuge to seek sanctuary andidavo
retribution from a close relative of the victim,dahe would
be required to remain there until the death of ghesent
Kohen GadolHigh Priest). After setting the guidelines for
the various categories of murder, the book of Nusbe
concludes with further information regarding theuglaters
of Tzlaphchad and the laws of inheritance.

Parshat Devarim — July 17, 2010

This week we begin the fifth and final book of the
Torah, Sefer Devarim(Deuteronomy), which is known in
rabbinic literature asMishneh Torah the review of the
Torah. Its contents were spoken by Moses to thésbe
people during the final five weeks of his life &= tpeople
prepared to enter the land of Israel. In it, Mosgplains
and elaborates upon many of the mitzvot which haenb
previously given, some of which were already mergib
explicitly in the Torah and others which appearehiar the
first time. He also continuously warns them to agm
diligent and faithful ttHashem'daws and teachings.

Parshat Devarim (Deuteronomy 1:1-3:11) begins with
Moses' veiled rebuke in which he makes referencéh¢o
many sins and rebellions of the past forty yeakre then
continues by recounting several of the significatidents
which occurred to the Jewish people in the desbedding
light on the Torah's earlier accounts. Moses spead
significant amount of time discussing the failecssidn of
the spies: Ten of the twelve men sent to scoutlmiiand



of Israel had returned with a bad report, and beeaf the
people's lack of faithHashemcondemned the entire nation
to forty years of wandering in the desert duringchhtime
the generation of the exodus died out. Moses #iéps
forward to discuss the Children of Israel's contjwesthe
eastern bank of the Jordan River, and the Toraligpor
concludes with words of encouragement for his ssgEme
Joshua.

July 20, 2010 - The Fast of Tisha B'Axommemorates the
destruction of both Temples in Jerusalem and treetoof
our current exile, amongst many other tragedieshil&V
mourning these calamities, we focus on introspactad
teshuvah(repentance) as we seek to improve our ways,
looking forward to the speedy arrival of thdashiach
(Messiah).

Parshat Va'etchanan — July 24, 2010

In Parshat Va'etchanan (Deuteronomy 3:23-7:11) the
Torah continues to recount Moses' final speechhe t
Children of Israel. He tells the people that hd maplored
Hashento allow him to enter the land of Israel, ibiashem
refused his request. Moses then continues to exrat
warn the people to obey the Torah and its commantkne
neither adding nor subtracting from its mitzvothey are
told to always remember the incredible revelatidweyt
experienced at Mt. Sinai, passing that memory amfr
generation to generation. Moses warns the Jevésplp of
the prolonged exile that they will experience iéyhforsake
the Torah, and howashenmwill eventually bring them back
to the land of Israel. After setting aside thesthcities of
refuge on the eastern side of the Jordan RivereBlospeats
the Ten Commandments and further describashem's
revelation at Mt. Sinai, while at the same time towrally
warns the Jewish people to maintain their obsewwawic
Hashem'sTorah. Moses teaches them the first paragraph of
the Shemathe fundamental passage which we recite twice a
day expressing our belief thashemis one and stating our
commitment to love and serve Him. Once again, Mose
exhorts the people to trust Hashemand remain faithful to
the Torah, and to beware of the pitfalls of progpeand
success. After commanding the Jewish people tthtteeir
children about the miraculous exodus from Egypte th
portion concludes with some further commandments an
warnings concerning the forthcoming conquest ofiéine of
Israel.

Parshat Ekev — July 31, 2010

Parshat Eikev (Deuteronomy 7:12-11:25) begins as
Moses continues to encourage the Children of Idm#lust
in Hashemand in the wonderful rewards which He will
provide them if they keep the Torah. Moses asstirem
that they will successfully defeat the nations @h@&an, at
which point they must remove every vestige of idorship
remaining in the Holy Land. Moses reminds themugalibe
miraculous manna and the other wonders wthitdshem
provided for them throughout the past forty yeansd he
warns the Jewish people to beware of the pitfallsheir
own future prosperity and military prowess whichgtrti
cause them to forgétashem He further reminds them of
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their transgressions in the desert, retelling tioeysof the
golden calf at length, and describittashem'sabundant
mercy with them. Moses stresses that the generafithe
desert had a special responsibility to remain ldgal the
mitzvot because of the many miracles which they had
personally experienced. After detailing the mamues of
the Promised Land, Moses teaches the people thendec
paragraph of theShema prayer which stresses the
fundamental doctrine of reward and punishment bageah
our performance of the mitzvot. The Torah portion
concludes withHashem'spromise that He will provide the
Jewish people with protection if they observe thed of the
Torah.

Parshat Re’eh — August 7, 2010

In Parshat Re'eh (Deuteronomy 11:26-16:17) Moses
continues to exhort the Jewish people to followrays of
the Torah and to trust iHashem Moses begins by
unambiguously putting the mitzvot into perspectistting
that the Jewish people will be blessed if they olmsdhe
Torah and cursed if they do not. He then begitengthy
review of various mitzvot comprising the major paftthe
book of Deuteronomy, first discussing some of thzvot
which are relevant to the people's imminent coniggeof
the land of Israel, enjoining them once again tmoee
every vestige of idolatry. After teaching them sodetails
about the offering and consumption kidrbanotand other
foods, the Torah commands that the Jewish peojffiaime
from imitating the nations around them. They avle to
beware of false prophets and other people who nughse
them to stray fronHashem and they are taught the laws of
the Ir Hanidachat, a Jewish city which has become s
corrupt that a majority of its citizens have sucbech to
idolatry and are therefore given the death penalfyhe
Torah then reviews which animals are kosher to aemt
which are not, followed by the laws ofa'aser shent the
"second tithe" which is consumed by its owners,dnly in
the city of Jerusalem. After commanding that &bt are
to be canceled at the end of every sevestiefnittah year,
and that we should be warm-hearted and charitableut
fellow Jews, the Torah repeats the laws relatingthe
Jewish servant. He is to be unconditionally freéedhe
Shemittahyear and showered with generous gifts by his
former master. Parshat Re'eh concludes with af brie
description of the three pilgrimage festivals - $taer,
Shavuot, and Succot - when everyone would ascend to
Jerusalem with their offerings to celebrate theasperity.

Parshat Shoftim — August 14, 2010

Parshat Shoftim  (Deuteronomy 16:18-21:9) deals
primarily with the commandments regarding the
establishment of a system of leadership in the tzfridrael,
beginning with the appointment of courts, judgesd an
officers in every city. After delineating the pess of
prosecuting an idolater, the Torah teaches thatdéeth
penalty shall be imposed upon any scholar who msnee
decision against the Great Sanhedrin (High Court7bf
judges) in Jerusalem, no matter how important eagthe
disputing scholar may be. The Jewish people are
commanded to request a king once they have sattléae
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land of Israel. Some of the special gifts whicle & be
given to theKohanim (priests) are listed. After describing
the nature of prophecy, the Torah repeats the te#wke Ir
Hamiklat city of refuge for accidental murderers, and
describes the special judicial case Bfim Zomemim
conspiring witnesses. The Torah then deals witrersé
aspects of the nation's conduct in war, tellingrtheot to be
afraid of the enemy, and listing those people wigoexempt
from army service. The enemy must first be givae t
opportunity to make peace, and the Jewish peoplet el
careful not to destroy any fruit trees in batti€he Torah
portion concludes with the case of the unresolvedder
and the ritual of theeglah arufah the axed heifer, which
serves as an atonement for the people of the neigigo
cities for not preventing the murder.

Parshat Ki Teitzei — August 21, 2010

Parshat Ki Tetze (Deuteronomy 21:10-25:19) begins b
discussing the intriguing case of tleshet y'fat to'ar the
gentile woman captured by the Jewish soldier itldat-or
the rest of the portion, the Torah continues witisting of
various mitzvot covering a wide range of topics. After
speaking about a firstborn's special inheritanghts, the
case of the wayward son, and the importance ofesy
other people's property, the Torah commands ubldo the
mother bird from the nest before taking her youary] that
shatnez(any mixture of wool and linen) may not be worn.
The case of the defamation of a married woman én th
discussed, followed by the prohibition of adultand other
forbidden marriages, and the command to maintam th
Jewish army's camp as a sanctified place. Aftéeflipr
mentioning divorce and the requirement ofet (bill of
divorce), the Torah discusses kidnapping, the ratizo pay
workers in a timely fashion and the concept of an
individual's responsibility for his own actions.hd Torah
then discusses the special consideration which brugtven

to an orphan and a widow, the punishment of lasties,
levirate marriage (callegibumandchalitzahin the Torah),
and the mitzvah to be honest in business. Thisepow
packed Torah portion concludes with the exhortation
remember the atrocities which the nation of Amalek
committed against us upon our exodus from Egypt.

Parshat Ki Tavo — August 28, 2010

Parshat Ki Tavo (Deuteronomy 26:1-29:8) begins by
describing the annual mitzvah for the farmers oéés to
bring theirbikurim, or first fruits, to theKohen(priest) in the
Temple, at which point the farmer acknowledges the
important roleHashemplayed in providing his sustenance.
After exhorting the Jewish people once again toaiem
faithful to Hashem who specifically selected them as His
chosen people from amongst the nations of the whttibes
teaches two speciahitzvotwhich they are to perform upon
entering the land of Israel to reaffirm their corntimént to
the Torah. First they are to inscribe the enticrah on
twelve large stones, and then they are to recéssithgs and
curses in the valley between Mt. Gerizim and Mtvaki
which will apply respectively to those who obsepredefy
the Torah. Following a recounting of the wonderful
blessings whicltHashemwill bestow upon the Jewish people
for remaining faithful, Moses gives a chilling ptazy of
what will befall the Jewish people for not followgrthe
Torah. Known as theochachah (admonition), Moses
graphically describes the horrible destruction whic
unfortunately came to pass when we strayed frtashem
The Torah portion concludes as Moses looks bacthet
wondrous miracles whichlashemperformed over the past
forty years, reminding the people of the tremendieist of
gratitude that they owdashenfor His loving care.
