ABOUT THE HOLIDAY 
17th DAY OF TAMMUZ 

On Tuesday, June 29th, we observe the fast of the 17th day of 
Tammuz, which marks the first breach in the walls of Jerusalem 
during the Babylonian siege.  The siege led ultimately to the 
destruction of Jerusalem and the First Temple in 586 B.C.E.  For 
this fast, one is required to abstain from eating and drinking from 
dawn until nightfall. 

The 17th day of Tammuz inaugurates a three-week period of 
semi-mourning.  During this time no weddings or festive occasions 
are permitted.  Additionally, from the 1st of Av to the 8th of Av, it is 
customary to abstain from meat or wine (except on Sabbath) and not 
to purchase or put on new clothing.

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PARSHIYOT SUMMARIES FOR JUNE

Parshat Shelach – June 5, 2010 
Parshat Shelach (Numbers 13:1-15:40) begins with the 

pivotal incident of the spies' bad report about the land of 
Israel.  As the Jewish people prepare to enter the land of 
Israel, they send twelve eminent leaders to survey the 
Promised Land, ten of whom return and deliver a bad report 
to the people, claiming that it would be impossible for the 
Jewish people to conquer the powerful nations living there.  
Refusing to listen to Caleb and Joshua's good report, the 
entire nation cries and complains throughout a night of total 
hysteria.  Hashem threatens the Jewish people with 
extermination, at which point Moses pleas successfully that 
they not be totally annihilated.  Even so, Hashem declares 
that they would be punished with forty years of wandering in 
the desert, during which time that entire generation would 
die out.  Realizing their grave error, a group insists on 
advancing into the land immediately, against Hashem's will, 
and is wiped out by the notorious nations of Amalek and 
Canaan.  The Torah then shifts gears to describe the wine 
libations which would accompany many of the korbanot 
(offerings) brought in the Mishkan (Tabernacle).  After 
teaching the details of challah - not to be confused with the 
bread we eat on Shabbat, this refers to the portion to be 
separated from every batch of dough and given to a Kohen 
(priest) – the Torah mentions several laws dealing with the 
prohibition of idol worship, and the unfortunate case of the 
man who received the death penalty for desecrating Shabbat.  
Parshat Shelach concludes with the third paragraph of the 
Shema prayer containing the mitzvah to wear tzitzit, the 
fringes which serve as a constant reminder to us of Hashem 
and His commandments.  

 
Parshat Korach – June 12, 2010 

Parshat Korach (Numbers 16:1-18:32) begins with the 
famous rebellion led by Korach against his cousins, Moses 
and Aaron, claiming that the two of them had usurped power 
from the rest of the Jewish people.  After attempting to 
convince the rebels to retreat, Moses tells the dissenters and 
Aaron to offer up ketoret (incense) to Hashem, the 
acceptance of which would determine who is the chosen 
leader.  At Moses' request to Hashem, the earth miraculously 
opens up and swallows the leaders of the rebellion, and a 
flame comes forth to consume the other antagonists.  When 
the survivors complain about the mass death, Hashem 
threatens to destroy them too; once again Moses and Aaron 
intervene, using the ketoret service to prevent the demise of 
the complainers by a plague.  In this way, and through the 
wondrous blossoming of Aaron's staff from amongst those 
of the other tribal heads, they were proven to be the chosen 
leaders.  Aaron's role as the Kohen gadol (high priest) is 
reiterated, and the Torah describes the gifts to be given to 
the Kohanim (priests) as a reward for their service in the 
Mishkan (tabernacle), including the right to eat certain 
portions from the korbanot (offerings).  The Levites are also 
to be rewarded for their dedication by receiving ma'aser, or 
one tenth, of all crops produced by the Jewish people. 

Parshat Chukat – June 19, 2010 
Parshat Chukat (Numbers 19:1-22:1) begins with the 

quintessential decree of the Torah, Chukat HaTorah, a 
mitzvah we are asked to perform even though we are unable 
to understand its purpose and reason - parah adumah, the 
red cow, whose ashes are used to purify people who have 
become contaminated through contact with a corpse.  The 
narrative then jumps 38 years to begin the description of 
what transpires just before the Jewish people enter the land 
of Israel.  The prophetess Miriam dies and the people are left 
without water, since the miraculous well which had 
accompanied them throughout their sojourn in the desert 
existed only in her merit.  God commands Moses and Aaron 
to speak to a particular rock so it will miraculously produce 
water; Moses strikes it with his staff instead, and G-d tells 
the two leaders that they will not enter into the Promised 
Land.  After this, the king of Edom refuses to let the Jewish 
people pass through his borders, causing them to take a more 
circuitous route.  Aaron dies and is buried on Mount Hor, 
and Elazar his son succeeds him as Kohen Gadol (High 
Priest).  The Children of Israel sing a song of praise about 
the miraculous well that G-d had provided in Miriam's merit, 
and the portion concludes with the battles and victories over 
Sichon the king of Emori and Og the king of Bashan. 
 
Parshat Balak – June 26, 2010 

Parshat Balak (Numbers 22:2-25:9) shifts from the 
Jewish people's travels in the desert to relate the story of 
Bilam, the gentile prophet who attempted to curse the 
Children of Israel.  Commissioned by Balak, the king of 
Moav, Bilam agrees to embark on a journey to the Israelite 
encampment; however he first asks G-d for permission, and 
goes on the condition that he would speak only what G-d 
places in his mouth.  While on the road, an angel 
brandishing a sword blocks Bilam's path, causing his donkey 
to repeatedly swerve off the road.  Unable to see the angel, 
Bilam responds by striking the disobedient donkey three 
times.  Miraculously, G-d causes the donkey to speak to 
Bilam, and G-d uncovers the humiliated prophet's eyes so 
that he can see the angel standing in the path.  The angel 
then reminds Bilam once again that he may only speak the 
words that G-d places in his mouth.  Upon his arrival near 
the Jewish camp, Bilam repeatedly attempts to curse the 
people; each time G-d prevents him from doing so, and 
instead he ends up uttering several sets of blessings and 
praises, much to Balak's dismay.  The Torah portion 
concludes with the Jewish men's debauchery with the 
promiscuous daughters of Moav and Midian, and the public 
licentious act of Zimri (a prince of the tribe of Simeon) with 
a Midianite princess.  Pinchas, Aaron's grandson, zealously 
responds by piercing them to death with a spear, halting a 
plague from G-d which had broken out in the camp.
