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After last month’s message, this one is bound to be anti-climactic; I do want 

again to thank the congregation for its support and I am pleased to report that a 
number of people have begun sending in their pledges, or even paying their 
pledges in full; we weren’t to begin billing until this month.  I feel incredibly 
fortunate to be a part of this shul, and to be blessed with such good fortune on my 
watch. 

Now to other matters.  On April 11th, we held our annual Yom HaShoah 
(Holocaust Day) Commemoration service.  Last year, I remember writing about 
the fact that we have lost so many survivors in this community due to death, 
infirmity or relocation; from a “bimahful” of survivors twenty years ago who 
used to attend, this year we had only two.  Needless to say, the numbers will 
continue to dwindle, and it is now the younger generation’s responsibility to 
remember and to keep the observance of Yom HaShoah alive. 

But what I find most significant in reflecting on our Yom HaShoah 
observance besides the unfortunate loss of our survivors is what we choose to 
remember.  I think back over the number of different presentations we have had 
at the service over the past two decades: presentations on particular rescuers, 
presentations on the terrible conditions in the camps or the Warsaw Ghetto, 
music of the Holocaust, the loss of specific communities.  We have seen films, 
listened to stories of the survivors and those from the second generation; our 
programs have been “academic” and they have been highly personal.  This year, 
listening to the presentation of Menachem Daum, I feel we have moved in a 
direction I never thought possible.  For those who were unable to attend: 
Menachem Daum is a most talented film maker who has produced two films that 
have appeared on PBS: “Hasidim: A Life Apart,” and “Hiding and Seeking.”  An 
observant Jew, who grew up in a tightly knit Jewish community, whose parents 
and in-laws are all survivors, he has of late devoted himself to the work of the 
restoration of 1200 desecrated cemeteries in Poland.  In our focus over the years 
with the loss and destruction of Jews during the war, with Jewish life 

immediately before and after the war, who gave thought to those Jews who came generations before that, whose monuments have 
been vandalized, cemeteries overrun – and worse.  It is another layer of remembering that I, for one, had not considered.  And even 
more significant: Menachem Daum has in his documentary “Hiding and Seeking” and in his current work, attempted to convince 
his family and the Jewish world that the non-Jewish Polish population is not all terrible, that, in fact, the new generation of Poles 
has willingly embraced the Jews and some have given of themselves to his project of restoring these cemeteries and learning 
Jewish history.  I cannot do justice to his presentation here, but to see juxtaposed a clip of the filmmaker’s father saying, “You can 
never trust a gentile,” with these non-Jewish Poles painstakingly repairing Jewish tombstones is something I never thought I would 
see.  Menachem Daum’s work is remarkable and sheds lights on connections and human interaction that might have a generation 
ago seemed impossible. 

Our thanks to Sharon Brooks for bringing us Menachem Daum and organizing the Yom HaShoah observance, to Steve 
Kesselhaut for his musical accompaniment and to Judy and Paul Schneiderman and their family whose generosity made the 
program possible.

This month, we observe the holiday of Shavuot, May 
18th – 20th, marking seven weeks from Pesach, the bringing 
of the first fruits to the Temple in Jerusalem, and 
commemorating the giving of the Torah.    

An oft-cited Midrash (rabbinic tale) [Midrash Shir 
HaShirim 1:4] tells that before G-d would give the Torah to 
Israel, he told Moses that the Jews would have to provide a 
guarantor who would prove that they would continue to 
observe the Torah.  First the Israelites offered their holy 
ancestors, the Patriarchs and Matriarchs, as guarantors, but 
G-d would not accept it.  Then they suggested the prophets, 
people of passion and vision.  But still the Holy One was not 
satisfied with their suggestion.  Finally, the Israelites said 
that their children would be the guarantors that they would 
observe the Torah.  And G-d accepted. 

As such, Shavuot is an appropriate time to think about 
our children, and we will use this opportunity to recognize 
our students and our Hebrew School teachers.  I hope that 
you will be able to join us the evening of May 19th, as we 
honor all those who work hard to continue the transmission 
of our traditions to the next generation.  We will also 
recognize Mona Shapiro, who, after many years of service to 
our school, is retiring at the end of this school year.  Mona's 
hard work and dedication to our students will certainly be 
missed. 

The congregation has voted to approve the 2010-2011 
Operating Budget, as well as the proposed changes to our 
Constitution.  I thank all those who voted, and who came to 
our Congregational Meeting last month. 

Finally, I want to thank Zel Gerstein, Alan Hylton, Scott 
Schipper, Steve Greenstein, Neil Wolf, and Phil Stern who 
helped with our efforts to clean up the building before 
Pesach.

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ABOUT THE HOLIDAYS 
LAG B'OMER 

Lag B'Omer, the thirty-third day of the counting of the 
Omer, celebrated this year on Sunday, May 2nd, marks the 
culmination of a plague that was killing the disciples of 
Rabbi Akiva.  It is celebrated with outings and, in some 
communities, with midnight bonfires; mourning restrictions, 
such as haircutting and weddings, which are proscribed 

during most of the Omer period (49 
days between the second day of 
Passover and Shavuot), are permitted 
on this day.  There are no specific 
rituals associated with the holiday. 

 
SHAVUOT 

The holiday of Shavuot, which this year 
we celebrate May 18th, 19th, and 20th is, alas, 
one of the most neglected in the Jewish 
calendar.  Coming as it does at this time of 
year, it gets lost in the shuffle of Memorial 
Day or the closing of Hebrew School, in the 
hubbub of baseball and lacrosse practices and 

secular school graduations.  With the exception of those who 
were confirmed, few non-practicing Jews know anything 
about it. 

But while Shavuot is not widely observed, it is an 
extremely important holiday.  It ranks up there with the far 
better known Passover and Sukkot.  It commemorates not 
only the end of the grain harvest, but, more significantly, the 
revelation at Mt. Sinai.  At this time some 3000 years ago, 
600,000 Israelite males and their families stood united at the 
foot of the Mount and, amidst thunder and smoke, received 
the Ten Commandments.  It was an awesome, miraculous 
experience that left its imprint not only upon the Jews, but 
also on the entire world.  After Mt. Sinai, nothing would ever 
be quite the same again. 

There are several beautiful customs associated with the 
holiday.  1) Homes and synagogues are decorated with 
flowers and greens.  2) Some spread grass on the floor of the 
synagogue.  3) One is supposed to stay up all night before on 

Erev Shavuot studying and discussing the Torah (Tikkun Le'il 
Shavuot).  A possible reason for this third 
custom is that the Israelites actually fell 
asleep the night before they were to 
receive the Ten Commandments and had 
to be awakened by Moses.  Since we have 
no Moses to rouse us from our slumber 
and we don't want to be "caught napping," 

we stay up all night.   
The FJCC, with G-d’s help, will have our Tikkun Le’il 

Shavuot, our all night study session on Erev Shavuot, at the 
FJCC.  For all those night owls, feel free to show up Sunday 
night, May 18th, at Midnight.  We’ll study until 4:00 AM and 
then daven Shacharit, minyan permitting, about 4:30 AM.  If 
you miss the study session and the minyan, regular Shavuot 
services will be held at 9:15 AM.  See holiday calendar box 
for complete schedule of services. 

Finally, something must be said about the traditional 
holiday foods.  Dairy meals comprised of blintzes, kreplach 
and cheesecake are most popular.  Meat is generally not 
eaten because after the revelation at Mt. Sinai, the Jews did 
not want to spend a lot of time preparing a meat meal 
(slaughtering and kashering the animal) and because the 
Torah has been compared to milk and honey.

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PARSHIYOT SUMMARIES FOR MAY

Parshat Emor – May 1, 2010 
Following on the heels of the command given in last 

week's portion to the entire Jewish population to be 
sanctified and holy, Parshat Emor (Leviticus 21:1-24:23) 
begins by discussing various laws directed specifically to the 
Kohanim (priests) and the Kohen Gadol (high priest) whose 
Divine service requires them to maintain a higher standard 
of purity.  Included is the command for the Kohen to refrain 
from becoming ritually impure through contact with a dead 
body (except for close relatives) and increased restrictions 
on whom they may marry.  A Kohen with any one of a series 
of physical blemishes is forbidden to perform the service in 
the Temple until he is cured.  The subject matter then returns 
to the entire nation: Anyone who is tamei (ritually impure) is 
told to stay away from places and things which are 
especially holy.  After discussing the laws of terumah (the 
small percentage of food separated from the harvest in the 
land of Israel and given to a Kohen before the rest can be 
eaten) and the various blemishes which render a korban 
(offering) unfit, we are warned to always be mindful of not 
desecrating G-d's name and, on the contrary, to sanctify Him 
at all costs.  The Torah then discusses the festivals of the 
year (Pesach, Shavuot, Rosh Hashanah, Yom Kippur, 
Sukkot, and Shemini Atzeret), followed by two constant 
mitzvot maintained in the Mishkan: the lighting of the 
menorah every day and the displaying of the lechem 
hapanim (show-bread) every week.  The portion concludes 
with the horrible incident of a man who cursed G-d's name 
and was subsequently punished with the death penalty at 
Hashem's command. 
 
Parshiyot Behar & Bechukotai – May 8, 2010 

Parshat Behar (Leviticus 25:1-26:2) focuses primarily 
on mitzvot concerning the land of Israel, beginning with the 
command to observe Shemittah, the mitzvah to leave one's 
fields uncultivated every seventh year, refraining from the 
normal cycle of planting and harvesting.  Similarly, the earth 
in Israel is to remain unworked in the Yovel, or 50th year, at 
which time the ownership of land automatically returns to its 
ancestral heritage.  Hashem promises that He will bless the 
land in the sixth year so that it will produce enough to last 
throughout the Shemittah period.  After describing the 
process by which original landowners can redeem their 
ancestral property in the years before Yovel, the portion 
shifts to speak about the poor and downtrodden.  Not only 
are we commanded to give them tzedakah (charity) and to 
do acts of loving-kindness for them, but ideally we are to 
provide them with the means to raise themselves out of their 
poverty-stricken state.  We are prohibited to receive and pay 
any interest on loans made to other Jews.  The Torah then 
discusses the various details regarding Jewish and gentile 
servants working for Jews, and the mitzvah to redeem Jews 
who are servants to gentiles.  All Jewish servants are to be 
set free at the onset of the Yovel year.  The portion concludes 
by repeating the prohibition of worshipping idols, and the 
mitzvot to guard the Shabbat from desecration and revere 
Hashem's sanctified places. 

 

Parshat Bechukotai (Leviticus 26:3-27:34), the last 
Torah portion in the book of Leviticus, begins by briefly 
listing some of the blessings and rewards that the Jewish 
people will receive for diligently following the Torah and 
performing Hashem's mitzvot.  The portion then shifts to the 
subject matter, which has made it famous the tochachah, 
Hashem's harsh rebuke.  Step by step, the Torah describes 
the tragedies, which will befall the Jewish people, often in 
graphic terms, as they abandon the observance of Hashem's 
Torah and mitzvot, providing an eerie account of what has 
been our history to this day.  The portion then goes on to 
speak about the sanctification of voluntary gifts to the 
Temple and the process by which a person can monetarily 
redeem those sanctified items for his own use.  The book of 
Leviticus concludes with a brief discussion of tithes, 
including a portion which the farmer must himself consume 
within the city of Jerusalem called ma'aser sheni. 

 
Parshat Bemidbar – May 15, 2010 

Parshat Bemidbar (Numbers 1:1-4:20), the first portion 
of the fourth book of the Torah, is primarily involved with 
the census taken of the Jewish people in the second month of 
their second year in the desert.  After listing the leaders of 
the twelve tribes of Israel, the Torah presents the totals of 
men between the ages of twenty and sixty for each tribe, the 
overall count being 603,550.  The encampment structure is 
then described, with the tribe of Levi in the middle, 
safeguarding the Tabernacle and surrounded by the twelve 
tribes of Israel, each in their own designated area.  The 
appointment of the tribe of Levi as the spiritual leaders of 
the Jewish people is presented, and their own census is 
taken, apart from the rest of Israel.  The Torah portion 
concludes with the instructions given to the family of Kehat, 
the second son of Levi, for their role in dealing with the 
most sacred parts of the Mishkan.  
 
Parshat Nasso – May 22, 1020 

Parshat Nasso (Numbers 4:21-7:89) continues where 
last week's portion left off, delineating the responsibilities 
and tasks of the three Levite families - Gershon and Merari 
this week, Kehat last week - and counting all of the Levites 
who were of age to serve in the Mishkan (Tabernacle).  After 
Hashem commands Moses to purify the camp so that it will 
be a worthy home for the Divine presence, the Torah 
describes the process to be carried out with a Sotah, a wife 
who was warned by her husband not to seclude herself with 
another man and was subsequently found doing so, 
providing good reason to suspect her of adultery.  She is 
taken to the Kohen (priest) in the Temple and, if she doesn't 
admit her guilt, given sacred bitter waters to drink which 
will lead to one of two results: The waters will either 
establish her innocence, removing any doubt from her 
husband's mind by blessing her with children, or the waters 
will prove her guilt through a miraculous, grotesque death.  
The Torah then describes the laws of the Nazir, a person 
who has voluntarily accepted upon himself to adopt a special 
state of holiness, usually for thirty days, by abstaining from 
eating or drinking any grape products, from taking a haircut, 
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and from becoming contaminated through contact with a 
corpse.  After relating the blessings by which the Kohanim 
(priests) will bless the people, the Torah portion concludes 
with a lengthy listing of the offerings brought by each of the 
twelve tribal leaders during the dedication of the Mishkan 
for regular use.  Each prince makes a communal gift to help 
transport the Mishkan, as well as donating gifts of gold, 
silver, animal, and meal offerings. 

 
Parshat Beha'alotcha – May 29, 2010 

Parshat Beha'alotcha (Numbers 8:1-12:16) begins by 
briefly discussing the daily lighting of the golden menorah in 
the Mishkan (Tabernacle), followed by a description of the 
Levites' consecration ritual.  The Torah then describes the 
celebration of Passover in the second year in the desert, 
complete with the bringing of the korban Pesach (Paschal 
lamb).  Those who are tamei (ritually impure) on the regular 
date of Passover and therefore unable to participate in the 
offering, are commanded to celebrate Pesach Sheni, a quasi-
Passover celebration held one month later, at which time the 
korban Pesach is eaten with matzah and bitter herbs.  After 
mentioning the cloud and fire that alternated resting above 

the Mishkan, the Torah describes the standard procedure by 
which the Children of Israel would break camp to continue 
their travels in the desert.  Soon after leaving Mt. Sinai and 
journeying to the Wilderness of Paran, the people begin a 
series of bitter complaints.  Spurred by the erev rav (the 
"mixed multitude" who joined the Jewish people upon 
leaving Egypt), the Children of Israel are dissatisfied with 
the manna, their daily miraculous portion of heavenly bread.  
As Moses begins to despair, Hashem commands him to 
select seventy elders to form the Sanhedrin, the court which 
would assist him in leading the nation.  Almost immediately, 
two of the newly elected members announce a prophecy in 
the camp.  Hashem sends a massive flock of quail which the 
people gather to eat; those who had complained about the 
lack of food overstuff themselves and die during this 
supernatural event.  The portion concludes with Miriam's 
speaking lashon hara (slander) to Aaron about their brother 
Moses.  She is punished by Hashem with tzaraat (a skin 
disease representative of a spiritual shortcoming) and is 
quarantined outside the camp for seven days.
