ABOUT THE HOLIDAYS

SUKKOT

Sukkot, one of the three pilgrimage festivals (tileer
two are Passover and Shavuot), can be understosevenal
levels. The term Sukkot means “booths” or “temppra
huts” and refers to the temporary dwelling placesduby
the children of Israel in the desert during thetyfoyear
period of their wandering following the Exodus frdggypt.
The festival commemorates that period of Isragksahny.

On a spiritual level, Sukkot emphasizes the notibn
trust in G-d’'s protection or bitachon” G-d somehow
provides for humanity’'s needs and humanity mustuim,
show its gratitude. Trust in G-d's protection ysbolized
by the sukkah with its flimsy walls and exposedfroo

Finally, there is an agricultural dimension to Soikk
which emphasizes and reinforces its spiritual Sigeamnce.
The observance of the holiday was fixed to coingiité the
final harvest of the year, “after the ingatherimgnfi your
threshing floor and your wine press.” The secoadha by
which Sukkot is calledHag Ha'asif (Festival of the
Ingathering), reflects this agricultural dimension.

A dry recitation of the facts about Sukkot,
unfortunately, does not convey the real spirit toree of the
holiday. To describe Sukkot's historical or aghiatal
significance is similar to describing ice creamaasnixture
of milk, cream and egg yolks. The flavor just doesome
through. Sukkot is one of the most joyous holidayshe
year. The sights and smells of the holiday arevelaus.
One eats in the sukkah, in the clear and crisp lfojee)
autumn air, one shakes the fragrant lulav and etmog
parades around the synagogue with them. The rab
encourages all those who are able to participatawsh as
possible in this largely unobserved holiday.

Parshat Bereshit — October 17, 2009

The first portion of the Torah (Genesis 1:1-6:8yibs
with Hashem’s creation of the world in six days andid
"resting” on the seventh. Everything, from theaation
between light and darkness on the first day, to the
establishment of the heavenly spheres on the fptotthe
climactic fashioning of Man (Adam) and Woman (Ewe)
Hashem'’s image and their placement in the Gardeéfdeh
on the sixth, is created and arranged in its prqgpace
during this first week. Humans are given dominiwer the
entire world with only one restriction to refraimoi
consuming the fruit of the Tree of Knowledge. HEsge
enticed by the serpent to partake of the forbidieit, and
she offers some to her husband as well. Hashepoméds
by punishing them for their transgression, and tlaeg
removed from the paradise of Eden.

After the expulsion, their first two sons, Cain aiukl,
each bring an offering to Hashem. Abel’s supeoifering
is accepted by G-d, while Cain’s inferior offeriisgrejected.
Cain jealously responds by killing his brother, atashem
sends him into exile to wander the face of thehearfhe
Torah then gives a genealogy of the first ten gatimns of
the world, beginning with Adam, his son Seth, asalding
up to the birth of Noah and his three sons. Disgliby
Man’s wickedness, the portion ends with Hashemesging
His "regret" for creating the world and His vow destroy
every living thing, except for the righteous Noatdahis
family.

Parshat Noach — October 24, 2009

Parshat Noach (Genesis 6:9-11:32) begins by
describing Noah's superior character, contrasteth wie
wickedness of his generation. As a result of Mad%i evil,
Hashem brings a flood to destroy every living aneat
sparing only Noah, his family, and at least one péievery
animal species, who live in an ark during the laggteluge.
When the waters recede, almost a year after times faist
began, Noah sends out a raven and a dove so atestonihe
whether the land has dried sufficiently so thaytban leave
the ark to resettle the earth once again. Hashemipes
that He will never again destroy all of Mankind iogans of
a flood, and He designates the rainbow as a sigrihiat
eternal covenant.

Noah plants a vineyard, drinks from its produce and
becomes drunk. In his intoxicated state, he shaliyef
uncovers himself in his tent. While his son Chasaltwith
his father inappropriately, Noah's other two s@tsem and

Yefet, cover their father in a respectful mann@nce sober,
Noah responds by blessing Shem and Yefet, and tsyncu
Cham and his son Canaan. Generations pass amebthek

is repopulated. The people attempt to wage wainaga
Hashem by building the Tower of Babel, and Hashem
responds by mixing up their languages and dispgrsiam
across the planet. The Torah portion concludesaon
encouraging note with Abraham's birth and his rageito
Sarah.

Parshat Lech Lecha — October 31, 2009

Parshat Lech Lech@Genesis 12:1-17:27pegins with
Hashem's call to Abraham* to leave his homeland laisd
father's house, his position of status and his paoty, to
travel to the land that Hashem will show him. Slyoafter
arriving with his wife Sarah* and nephew Lot in thad of
Israel, they discover it to be ravaged by a hoerflaimine, so
they descend to Egypt for a temporary stay. Theonal
Egyptians immediately capture Sarah, whom Abrahach h
identified as his sister, and take her to the Hgypking.
Hashem responds by afflicting the king and his lebotd
with a debilitating plague until he releases hdrwaich
point they return to the land of Israel. When Atana's and
Lot's shepherds begin to quarrel, the two decidgad
ways, with Lot choosing the fertile plains of Sodas his
portion.

The Torah then describes the infamous war between t
four kings and the five kings, during which Lot tigken
captive. Abraham responds by miraculously defgatire
previously victorious four kings and saving his hey,
while refusing to take any of the honor or the &pof war
for himself. Hashem reassures Abraham that Heyiki®
side, and promises that his descendants will b@asy as
the stars in the sky. Hashem then enters intohtgkly
symbolic Brit Bain HaB'tarim (the Covenant Between the
Parts) with Abraham, promising that his childrefl wiherit
the land of Israel, but not before being exileaintlengthy
servitude. Because she had no children, Sarats diee
maidservant Hagar to Abraham as a wife, and their s
Yishmael is born. Years later, Hashem changes rAlsra
name to Abraham and Sarai's name to Sarah, andidtsst
him in themitzvahof brit milah (circumcision). The portion
concludes as Abraham, at the age of 99, circumtiseself
and his son Yishmael, along with the other male bvens of
his household.

*Although their names are still Abram and Sarabtighout
most of Parshat Lech Lecha, we (and many of the
commentators) refer to them by their more famitiames,
Abraham and Sarah, names Hashem gives them andhef e
the portion.
