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My Rosh HaShana message, I suppose, should be upbeat; it is a New Year, 

after all, a fresh start, a time of hope.  But at this writing it is difficult for me to 
feel so positive.  This summer has been a particularly hard one: in the space of a 
couple of months we have lost Herbie Dvoor, Ira Bass, Renay Salamon, Larry 
Levine and Miriam Blaher.  I have come to know the “old Flemingtonians” or 
see them more often than I ever thought I would.  People whose names I had only 
heard of, I’ve now seen three or four times in the last couple of months.  And we 
have a number of families that have moved away. 

What this means, of course, is that the old guard is moving onto the next 
world or to different places in this one, and more and more my age cohorts are 
being pushed onto the “front line” of life.  We can no longer look to our elders 
for their guidance or wisdom, or simply their presence in shul, a link to the 
previous generation.  Their stories will no longer be told at Kiddush, and we can 
only try to live by their example. 

We will also have, of course, a number of empty seats this year.  Even now, 
before the Holydays, I can imagine looking out into the congregation and not 
seeing those who have passed or who have relocated in their accustomed places.  
And I can only pray that those who will occupy their seats will have the kindness 
of an Ira Bass, the caring concern of a Miriam Blaher, and the tenacity and 
integrity of a Herbie Dvoor.  The bar has been set high and more and more it 
becomes the responsibility of those of us who remain behind not only to fill their 
seats, but also to take their places and continue to make this community as rich as 
they have made it.  The challenge of the New Year has been set; the FJCC is 
more and more in the hands of a younger generation; may we have the wisdom to 
keep it alive and well as those before us have.

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SISTERHOOD SCHOLARSHIP ESSAY 
We regret that this essay was omitted from the July-August bulletin.  We apologize for the lateness of its publication.

I am a Jew because millions of others throughout 
history have dedicated their lives to defending the teachings 
and practice of Judaism before me.  From the efforts of 
Moses leading the Jews out of slavery in Egypt, to Judah 
Maccabee fighting off the Syrian army and the miracle of 
Hanukkah, to Queen Esther saving the lives of all the Jews 
living in Persia, and to the modern day soldiers giving their 
lives protecting our Jewish heritage, we, as a people, have 
been able to unify ourselves and overcome in times of great 
need.  This unification among Jews all over the world has 
given millions, including me, an identity with which they 
can relate to others. 

As I reflect back on how religion has impacted me 
during my school years, I have been able to recognize the 
significance Judaism has had on my life.  All throughout 
elementary, middle, and high school, I have always been one 
of the few Jews in the school, although my brothers and I 
often counted for about half of this number.  When I first 
started elementary school, many of the kids had never met a 
Jew before, but they treated me no differently than anyone 
else.  Every year, my mom would come into the classroom 
during Hanukkah and make latkes and tell the story of Judah 
Maccabee and the miracle.  It was always a day of fun and 
excitement when my mom came, and each year my 
classmates would look forward to eating the “potato 
pancakes” and playing with the “spinning tops.” 

Although I had experienced many great people in my 
elementary school, I was somewhat afraid to make the 
transition into middle school because it was in the high 
school and I would not know how the other kids from 
different schools would treat me.  For that reason, I did not 
really make it known to the other kids in my grade that I was 
Jewish.  When it was time for my Bar Mitzvah, however, 
many of my friends were very excited for me, and wanted to 
be a part of this milestone in my life.  It was incredibly 
heartwarming to see my friends having such at a great time 
at the service and the party afterwards, and all of them 
congratulating me for being able to read another language.  
It was because of my Bar Mitzvah and all of my friends’ 
positive feedback that I was really proud to be a member of 
the Jewish community. 

From that point in my scholastic career, I was never shy 
or withdrawn about my Jewish heritage.  Everyone who 
knows me is aware that I am a Jew, and I am proud to tell 
those who do not know that I am.  As I get ready to prepare 
myself for college next year, I am going to keep in touch 
with my Jewish faith.  Although I am going to attend Seton 
Hall University, which is a Catholic school, I have already 
been in contact with the founder and president of the Jewish 
Student Union, an organization for Jewish students, to get 
together and socialize.  I plan to continue practicing Judaism 

as often as I can all through college and even afterwards 
because I know it will give me something with which I can 
look back on and be proud to say I am a Jew. 

In addition to keeping religion a part of my life, I would 
also like to follow in the footsteps of millions of Jews 
worldwide, including my cousins and oldest brother 
Michael, in making the journey to Israel.  After hearing the 
incredible stories of how visiting Israel can help someone to 
relate more personally to being Jewish, and seeing the 
astonishing photographs from the countless sights and 
attractions, I feel that a visit to Israel would help me to 
further enhance my Jewish identity along with experiencing 
a trip that I would surely remember for the rest of my life. 

Along with helping me to find an identity among my 
classmates, Judaism has helped me to improve myself 
through Tikkun Olam, making the world a better place.  This 
idea of helping others first really impacted me with the 
completion of my Bar Mitzvah project.  Collecting linens 
and other materials for the women and children of the 
Flemington Women’s Crisis Center opened my eyes to the 
importance of Tikkun Olam.  I have continued my efforts of 
community service all throughout my scholastic career, with 
my most recent project stemming from a school trip with 
students from my Spanish class to Costa Rica last summer.  
During our visit, we stopped at a local elementary school, 
and what we saw shocked everyone on the trip.  The school 
was old and falling apart, and they barely had enough 
supplies for the students who went there.  Perhaps the most 
appalling aspect of the school was their gymnasium, which 
lacked a roof and the majority of the walls.  Being saddened 
by the state of conditions with which the students were 
confronted on a daily basis, and which was not even their 
fault, some of the other students who went to Costa Rica and 
I organized a fundraiser to help these children.  We have 
raised about two hundred and fifty dollars, all of which we 
are planning to use to buy books and other supplies to send 
to help these kids, or at least someone else in Costa Rica. 

As my high school graduation begins to draw closer and 
closer, I can honestly say that my Jewish heritage has had a 
profound impact on my life.  My experiences while 
attending Hebrew School classes at the Flemington Jewish 
Community Center have helped to mold me into who I 
currently am today and what I believe in.  I feel like I am 
part of a community, not only here in Flemington, but also 
worldwide, through the opportunity of being Jewish.  Losing 
this sense of family and identity is one that I am not willing 
to have happen, and because of that, I am going to continue 
to be active in services throughout college and beyond.  
After reflecting back on my life through this essay and 
seeing the impact Judaism has made on it, I can truly say I 
am proud to be a Jew.

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PARSHIYOT SUMMARIES FOR SEPTEMBER

Parshat Ki Tavo – September 5, 2009 
Parshat Ki Tavo  (Deuteronomy 26:1-29:8) begins by 

describing the annual mitzvah for the farmers of Israel to 
bring their bikurim, or first fruits, to the Kohen (priest) in the 
Temple, at which point the farmer acknowledges the 
important role Hashem played in providing his sustenance.  
After exhorting the Jewish people once again to remain 
faithful to Hashem, who specifically selected them as His 
chosen people from amongst the nations of the world, Moses 
teaches two special mitzvot which they are to perform upon 
entering the land of Israel to reaffirm their commitment to 
the Torah.  First they are to inscribe the entire Torah on 
twelve large stones, and then they are to recite blessings and 
curses in the valley between Mt. Gerizim and Mt. Eival, 
which will apply respectively to those who observe or defy 
the Torah.  Following a recounting of the wonderful 
blessings which Hashem will bestow upon the Jewish people 
for remaining faithful, Moses gives a chilling prophecy of 
what will befall the Jewish people for not following the 
Torah.  Known as the tochachah (admonition), Moses 
graphically describes the horrible destruction which 
unfortunately came to pass when we strayed from Hashem.  
The Torah portion concludes as Moses looks back at the 
wondrous miracles which Hashem performed over the past 
forty years, reminding the people of the tremendous debt of 
gratitude that they owe Hashem for His loving care. 
 
Parshiyot Nitzavim & Vayelech – September 12, 2009 

Parshat Nitzavim  (Deuteronomy 29:9-30:20) begins as 
Moses gathers together every member of the Jewish people 
for the last time in his life to initiate them into the eternal 
covenant with Hashem.  Moses warns them not to be 
tempted by the evil ways of the idolaters who live around 
them, and to avoid rationalizing inappropriate conduct by 
saying that Hashem will forgive them, for maintaining such 
a belief is the ultimate source of our destruction and exile.  
Although they may sin, eventually the Jewish people will 
repent and return to the Torah.  Hashem will usher in the 
Messianic era, when we will all return to the land of Israel 
and the Torah’s many wonderful blessings will be fulfilled.  
Moses tells the people not to fear that they will be unable to 
live up to the Torah’s expectations, assuring them that the 

mitzvot are neither distant nor inaccessible; a life of Torah is 
well within everyone’s reach.  The portion concludes with 
an exhortation to choose the Torah and life over the dismal 
alternative of evil and death. 

Parshat Vayelech (ibid. 31:1-30) opens with Moses 
walking through the Jewish camp on the final day of his life 
to bid farewell to his beloved people.  After Moses teaches 
them the mitzvah of hakhel, the once in seven years 
gathering of the entire nation to hear the king read certain 
passages from the Torah, Hashem addresses Moses and 
Joshua in the Tent of Meeting, commanding them to copy 
over the Torah and to continue teaching it to the Jewish 
people.  The portion concludes with Moses’ concern that the 
Jewish people will stray from the Torah after his death, 
causing them to be punished. 
 
September 19, 2009 – Rosh HaShanah 
 
Parshat Ha'azinu – September 26, 2009 

Parshat Ha'azinu is comprised primarily of Moses 
"song" about the horrible tragedies and supreme joy which 
will make up the Jewish people's future history.  Not your 
classic piece of rhyme and music, Moses' "song" is 
nevertheless comparable to a great work of art in that it 
blends together otherwise disparate ideas into a beautiful 
symphony of thought.  It expresses the recognition that 
every aspect of Creation and everything that Hashem does - 
past, present, and future – somehow fits together into a 
perfect harmony, although with our limited human 
understanding we do not always recognize it to be so.  
Moses calls heaven and earth to bear witness that if the 
Jewish people sin and display ingratitude to Hashem for the 
many wonderful favors He bestowed upon us, we will be 
punished, while if we remain loyal to the Torah and Hashem 
we will receive the greatest blessings.  Even though the 
Jewish people will stray, Hashem guarantees our survival 
and ultimate redemption.  The portion concludes with 
Hashem's command to Moses to ascend Mount Nebo where 
he will view the land of Israel and then pass away.
